All playing rules and regulations shall be governedy the ASA Official Rules
of Softball, 2010 Edition.

A “Run Rule “ of 15 after three full innings, 12 t&r four full innings and eight
after five full innings shall be in effect (ASA Rel 5, Section 9).

A “Game Time Limit “ of one hour and forty minuteshall be in effect for all
pool play and elimination play games, except Champminship game.

Dress Code / Uniforms:
a. Players on a team shall properly wear uniforms thatre alike in color,
trim, and style (ASA Rule 3, Sections 6, A-G).

b. Coaches must be neatly attired, dressed alike, or a team uniform
and in accordance with the color code of the team.

Awards:
a. Team trophies — first, second, third, fourth and ffth places
b. Individual awars — first and second place teams

(See National Awards, Article 607 of the ASA Cod2Q10 Edition, for more
information)

Miscellaneous:
a. Format: Two pool play games followed by double-elimination
bracket play

b. Line-up Cards / Home Team: Tournament officials will provide
official line-up cards for each team. An official A line-up card must
be submitted to the Official scorekeeper at least tity (30) minutes
prior to your scheduled game at the coin toss to dermine the home
team. The coin toss shall be completed by the Touament Director or
UIC at each playing site.



C. Game Times: The game times will be listed on the official tourament
bracket. Teams need to be prepared to play at the signed time.
Failure to do so may result in a forfeit.

d. Protests: The tournament committee will rule on all protestsProper
protest procedures are included in ASA Rule 9.

e. Inclement Weather: In the event of inclement weather, the game
must be resumed at the exact point where it was spended. It is the
manager’s responsibility to report to the TournamerDirector for
rescheduling information.

In the event that the tournament cannot be completd within the
scheduled time frame and more than 40% of the gamdmve been
completed, the official order of finish will be determined in
accordance with Article 510 of the ASA Code, 201@Hon.

f. Team Areas: The team at the top of the bracket will use the fitdbase
side. The team at the bottom of the bracket shall gsthe third-base
side (unless one of the teams are playing back-tcabk games).

g. Official Game Ball: The official ball for the tournament will be
approved by the ASA Executive Director in accordane with the ASA
Official Rules of Softball, 2010 Edition. The Ofial game ball will be
Baden.

h. Conduct: Managers and/or coaches are expected to have comptie
control of their players both on and off the playirg field in
accordance with the ASA Official Rules of Softbal2010 Edition.

i. Souvenirs: Souvenirs (i.e., hats, t-shirts, shorts, tradingngi, etc.) will
be available at USCCP throughout the week.

J- Items Prohibited: The following items are prohibited in the softball
complex. An entry gate monitor will be stationed toassure
compliance:

No outside food or beverages, no energy drinks (exption: one unopened
water bottle or sports drink).

No coolers/ice chests/boxes (exception: one team coler with unopened
water bottles, sports drinks and fresh fruit).

No cans, glass bottles and/or fireworks.
